• Flow balance tank and filter feed pumps 
• Pressure filtration equipment (self backwashing design) including automated 

control valving and monitoring instrumentation.  
• Post treatment chemical dosing including post caustic soda and chloramination 

(disinfection). 
• Treated water storage tank and pump station to Brisbane Water water mains. 
• Wastewater handling system including washwater holding tank and transfer 

facilities.
