The water treatment involved the following processes: 
• Alum dosing (coagulation) 
• Pre-soda ash (pH/alkalinity adjustment, if required) 
• Dissolved Air Flotation Filtration (DAFF) 
• Post-soda ash (pH/alkalinity adjustment)  
• Chlorination system 
• Fluoridation system 
• Filtered water 2 ML tank 
• 2 x sludge lagoons with stop board arrangement.
