• Sludge thickener; 

• 375mm DICL post CWS line; and 

• Four sludge lagoons to treat the waste from the new Water Treatment 
Plant. 

The water treatment involved the following processes: 

• Alum dosing (coagulation); 

• Pre-lime (pH/alkalinity adjustment, if required); 

• Dissolved Air Flotation Filtration (DAFF); 

• Post-lime (pH/alkalinity adjustment); 

• Chlorination system; 

• Fluoridation system; 

• Sludge thickener; and
